4. THE WAY OF _____________________________ (v. 14:26-27). 
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 “Do not be afraid. Stand firm and you will see the deliverance the 
LORD will bring you today” (Exodus 14:13, NIV). 
 
“Choose for yourselves this day whom you will serve…But as for me 
and my household, we will serve the LORD” (Joshua 24:15, NIV). 
 
“I come against you in the name of the LORD Almighty…This day the 
LORD will hand you over to me…and the whole world will know that 
there is a God in Israel” (1 Samuel 17:45-46, NIV). 
 
“I am the only one of the LORD’s prophets left, but Baal has four 
hundred and fifty prophets…you call on the name of your god, and I 
will call on the name of the LORD. The god who answers by fire—he 
is God” (1 Kings 19:22-24, NIV).

Jesus asked the 
Twelve. Simon Peter answered him, ‘Lord, to whom shall we go? You 
have the words of eternal life. We believe and know that you are the 
Holy One of God.’”
