HOW DO I PUT GOD FIRST? 
 
1. Put God first in your finances.  
 



“Honor the LORD with your wealth, with the first fruits of all your 
crops; then your barns will be filled to overflowing” (Proverbs 3:9-10, 
NIV). 
 
“Bring this tithe to the designated place of worship…Doing this will 
teach you always to fear the LORD your God” Deuteronomy 14:23, 
NLT). 
 
2. Put Him first in your interests.  
 
“Whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God” (1 Corinthians 
10:31, NIV). 
 
3. Put God first in your relationships. 
 
“A righteous man is cautious in friendship” (Proverbs 12:26, NIV). 
 
4. Put God first in your schedule.  
 
“So be careful how you live. Don’t live like fools, but like those who 
are wise. Make the most of every opportunity in these evil days. Don’t 
act thoughtlessly, but understand what the Lord wants you to do” 
(Ephesians 5:15-17, NIV).  

 
5. Put God first in your troubles. 
 
Call upon me in the day of trouble” (Psalm 50:15, NIV). 
 
“But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness and all these 
things shall be added to you” Matthew 6:33, NKJV).
